Safety and fitting instructions

These safety instructions are intended to prevent accidents at work, and it is imperative that they
are observed.

Before any inspection or repair work

e Read and observe this repair manual and the associated operating manual!

e Observe the minimum requirements for carrying out the work (see chapter entitled ,General
information)!

Personal safety equipment

Safety shoes

The mobility device, and some of its components, are very heavy. These parts can result
in injuries to the feet if they are allowed to drop.
e Wear standardised safety shoes during all work.

Eye protection

It is possible that battery acid can be discharged when working on defective batteries or
when handling batteries improperly.
e Always wear eye protection when working on any defective or possibly defective batteries.

Safety gloves

It is possible that battery acid can be discharged when working on defective batteries or

when handling batteries improperly.

e Always wear acid-proof safety gloves when working on any defective or possibly defective
batteries.

General safety information and information about fitting / removal

WARNING: Danger of crushing!

e Check all electrical components for correct function. Please note that incorrect polarity can
result in damage to the electronic.

e Always carry out a trial run at the end of your work.

Mark all current settings for the mobility aid (seat, armrests, backrest etc.), and the associated
cable connecting plugs, before dismantling. This makes reassembly easier.

All plugs are fitted with mechanical safety devices which prevent release of the connecting plugs
during operation. To release the connecting plugs the safety devices must be pressed in. When
reassembling ensure that these safety devices are correctly engaged.
